     I had a meeting with the 

bookkeeper this week and 

was informed that we will 

not have any money to pay 

bills come January.  

     I am pleading with all 

you wonderful people who 

have been so kind in the 

years past to please send 

whatever monies you can to 

help save these kitties. I 

have never in my life eu-

thanized an animal that we 

were able to save with 

proper medical care. I canõt 

imagine having to put 200 

cats down because I can no 

longer care for them.  

     We are in crisis and like 

so many other rescues may 

have to close our doors. 

     Everyone says things 

are getting better. I donõt 

see it. All I see are people 

abandoning their pets eve-

ry day because they have 

lost their jobs, lost their 

homes and canõt keep their 

pets. 

     I am not asking for me, 

but for the kitties that will 

die because we no longer 

have the finances to keep 

the shelter open. We have 

so many volunteers who 

give of themselves every-

day, for so many years to 

keep Adopt A Cat open. All 

monies we get goes for the 

catsõ care and upkeep. 

     I help people every day 

of every week to get their 

cats spayed and neutered, 

to reduce feline overpopula-

tion and homeless animal 

abandonment.  

     Please help me keep the 

shelter open, if not finan-

cially then with your good 

donations to our thrift 

store; which is also run 

entirely by volunteers. We 

have someone who can pick 

up furniture or any large 

items you wish to donate. 

The thrift store has been 

keeping our head above 

water for quite a few years, 

but with everything going 

up in price, food, gas, rent, 

etc. we are getting further 

in debt.
