I cannot adequately express to our readership how much we appreciated all your dona-

tions and adoptions to help us keep the shelter open at a time when we were so close to 

having to close it all down several months ago.  

 

I was amazed at the outpouring of your kindness and generosity which has enabled us to 

pay off our outstanding credit card debt as well.  

 

It has been a rough year with a lot of people losing their jobs and homes and sadly hav-

ing to relinquish their pets.  Many just leave them behind or drop them off at Animal 

Care & Control.  The result:  innocent, defenseless creatures who may be either eutha-

nized or left to fend for themselves on the streets.  

 

I have had to turn away at least 30 to 40 calls a day which is just  heartbreaking for 

me.  All the shelters are full, especially this time of year with all the kittens that are 

being born.  

  

Sadly people still don’t understand that the only way to help the overpopulation is to spay and neuter.  Here, however, are 

some places one can call for low cost spay/neuter.

Animal Care & Control Spay Shuttle - CALL 233-SPAY TO MAKE AN APPOINTMENT 

If you are 70 and over or on any kind of disability, food stamps, recently unemployed,  or on social security, you can get a 

voucher from ACC for $100 a pet and  get up to 6 animals spayed or neutered......and if you need help in transporting them 

please call me at 561-848-4911 so that we can help get your pets out to ACC on Belvedere Road to get your voucher.  

 

Our shelter kitties also want you to know how happy they are that they still have shel-

ter and regular feedings by all of our wonderful volunteer help, for which we could al-

ways use more helpers!  But until that special someone comes in and gives them a real 

forever home, they are so grateful to you, our ever faithful donors and helpers.  

 

Please feel free to come in and visit as the kitties always love  some extra petting and 

attention as there's never such a thing as too much attention and loving in their book!!!
